As requested in your February 25, 2003 letter, we have reviewed the proposed regulations that 
will become part of the State of Maine Rules Relating to Radiation Protection (Part C). The 
regulations were received by our office on March 6, 2003. The proposed regulations are in 
response to the amendment identified in the enclosed State Regulation Status (SRS) Data 
Sheet. The regulations were reviewed by comparison to the equivalent NRC regulations in 
10 CFR Parts 30, 31 and 32. We also discussed our review of the regulations with Shawn 
Seeley, of your office, on March 25, 2003. 

As a result of our review, we have one comment, and one editorial suggestion, as enclosed. 
Please note that we have limited our review to regulations required for compatibility and/or 
health and safety. Under our current procedure, a finding that a State regulation meets the 
compatibility and health and safety categories of the equivalent NRC regulation may only be 
made based on a review of the final State regulation. However, we have determined that if 
your proposed regulations were adopted, incorporating our comment and without significant 
change, they would meet the compatibility and health and safety categories established in the 
Office of State and Tribal Programs (STP) Procedure SA-200. 

We request that when the proposed regulations are adopted and published as final 
regulations, a copy of the “as published” regulations be provided to us for review. As 
requested in STP Procedure SA-201, Review of State Regulations (November 10, 1998), 
please highlight the final changes and send one copy to STP. 

The SRS Data Sheet summarizes our knowledge of other Maine regulations. Please let us 
know if you note any inaccuracies, or have any comments on the information contained in the 
SRS Data Sheet. This letter, including the SRS Data Sheet, is posted on the STP Web Site:

The State has omitted parts of this 
section. Some examples of these 
omissions are the inventory 
requirements of 31.5(c)(13)(iii)(E) and 
the certification requirements of 
31.5(c)(13)(iii)(F). Although some 
requirements are paraphrased and 
appear in their regulations, this section 
is a compatibility category “B”. This 
category requires their rules to be 
essentially identical to 31.5 (c)(13). 

The State needs to incorporate each 
part of 31.5(c)(13) in a manner that 
includes all of the essential objectives. 



EDITORIAL SUGGESTIONS 

1. The numbering scheme in section C.11.D.(1)-(7) appears to be incorrect.
