Dear Mr. Owen: 

As requested, we have reviewed your July 20, 2004 submittal, which presented your proposed 
rule revisions to Ohio Rule 3701:1-38, “General Radiation Protection Standards for Sources of 
Radiation”, Rule 3701:1-58, “Medical Use of Radioactive Materials”. We also reviewed the 
additional information you provided in Ohio Rules 3701:1-46-43 and 44 and which you 
transmitted electronically on September 16, 2004. These regulations were reviewed by 
comparison to the equivalent Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) regulations in 10 CFR 
Parts 20, 30, 32, and 35 and the requirements of the six amendments identified in the enclosed 
States Regulation Status Data Sheet (SRS). We discussed our review of the regulations, with 
Michael Snee, on October 13, 2004. 

As a result of our review, we have no comments and four editorial suggestions. Please note 
that we have limited our review to regulations required for compatibility and/or health and safety. 
Under our current procedure, a finding that a State regulation meets the compatibility and health 
and safety categories of the equivalent NRC regulation may only be made based on a review of 
the final State regulation. However, we have determined that if these regulations are adopted 
without significant change, they would meet the compatibility and health and safety categories 
established in the Office of State and Tribal Programs (STP) Procedure SA-200. We request 
that when the proposed regulations are adopted and published as final regulations, a copy of 
the "as published" regulations be provided to the NRC for review. 

The SRS Data Sheet summarizes our knowledge of the status of other Ohio regulations, as 
indicated. Please let us know if you note any inaccuracies or have any comments on the 
information contained in the SRS Data Sheet. This letter, including the SRS Data Sheet, is 
posted on the STP Web Site: http://www.hsrd.ornl.gov/nrc/rulemaking.htm.

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Editorial Suggestions 

1.	 3701:1-38-01(139) (20.1003 equivalent) In the definition for “Sealed Source and Device Registry”, 
the word “fro” in the last line should be replaced by “for”. 

2. 	 3701:1-38-07 (20.1002 equivalent) Ohio should add a reference to its new regulation equivalent to 
10 CFR Part 35.75. 

3.	 3701:1-58-07(B)(2) (35.12(b)) should begin with the word, “Submitting”. The corresponding 
paragraph in the next section is worded in this manner. 

4.	 3701:1-58-09(A) (35.14 equivalent) In the first line, insert “of” between the words “copy one”.

1.	 For other generic Legally Binding Requirements. 
2.	 (Y/N) Y means “Yes,” there are comments in the review letter that the State needs to address. 

N means “No,” there are no comments in the review letter. 
3.	 Not required means these regulations are not required for purposes of compatibility. 
4.	 ADAMS ML Number 
5.	 Ohio became an Agreement State effective 08/31/99.  The State incorporated NRC regulations by reference 

10/9/98 and therefore, these regulations were found compatible. 
6.	 Although these items are not required for purposes of compatibility, the State incorporated NRC regulations 

by reference on 10/9/98 which included these items.
