We have reviewed the Wisconsin license conditions that were submitted to address the National
Source Tracking System Part 20 received by our office on September 16, 2008. These license
conditions were reviewed by comparison to the equivalent NRC Order FSME-07-34 and the
requirements of the one amendment identified in the enclosed State’s Regulation Status (SRS)
Data Sheet. We discussed our review of the license conditions with Cheryl Rogers on
September 29, 2008.
